Inside, discover Greek, Roman, and
Asian antiquities, as well as precious objects from the Middle
Ages. These massive halls are home to over 35,000 objects;
among them is Leonardo da Vinci’'s masterpiece, the Mona Lisa.
Be sure to get an up-close look at her beguiling smile.
